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REPORT ON THE SECOND FREE HOMEOPATHIC CAMP. 

( a short report by Mrs. Divya Kant, student of Diploma 2008 batch) 

November 22nd 2008, proved to be another mile-stone for the Singapore Faculty of 
Homeopathy & Saipaduka Homeopathy Clinic having held its second free homeopathic camp in 
Singapore, the first being held on 23rd Nov 2007 at Toa Payoh Indoor Stadium, in connection with the 
Birthday Celebrations of Sri Sathya Sai Baba..  Singapore Faculty of Singapore  was started in the 
year 2000 by Dr M.A. Rangachari, the founder and Principal of this institute, without whose 
dedication and motivation this day would not have been possible. 

The free camp was held at the Serangoon community centre and was jointly organised by 
Darma Muneeswaran Temple and Serangoon IAEC. A special thanks to Mr Kalimuthu, the President 
of the DM temple, who played a leading role in organising this event . His unconditional faith in us 
speaks volumes. A special mention has to be made about Mrs Tyagarajan of the community centre, 
who is in charge of all the activities which take place at the centre. 

  



She helps organising various cultural programmes of the Indian, Chinese and Malay 
communities, keeping everything multicultural and open to all. She has also helped organise reading 
classes with SINDA and has been conducting similar medical camps for the past 4 years. Since the 
past two years she has had these camps at the CC along with SATA(Singapore Anti-TB 
association.)This is the first year where she has helped organise the homeopathic camp alongside 
SATA to help the community.  SATA was established in 1947 and has become a clinic which 
provides affordable health care services to the community with fully or subsidised healthcare services 
to the needy and elderly. 

On the much awaited day, Dr Rangachari along with his volunteers in pink arrived at the 
Serangoon community centre at 8 AM to 
organise all the table and chairs, and set 
up the pharmacy area with all the 
remedies which had been sponsored by 
Bahola Healthcare, with the help of Mr 
Kartik. The hall had been divided into two 
parts, one for the SATA team and one for 
the homeopathic team. Everything was 
ready by 9AM, along with all the 
volunteers at the front desk, doctors at 
their stations and we had some volunteers 
at the pharmacy ready to dispense the 
remedies. Initially all the patients went for 
their medical screening to the SATA side, 
gradually after their screening many patients started trickling into the homeopathic camp. The first 
patient was a small boy who Dr Pooja attended to. After that there was a steady stream of patients! 
Over here a special mention to the Youth Group Leader of DM temple, Mr Sakthi Vel has to be made, 
who helped the front desk in explaining to many inquisitive patients about our free camp and 
mobilising those interested to our counters. It was very interesting to see the enthusiasm of the front 
desk people who were keeping track of the number of patients coming in. With a smile on their faces 
and love in their hearts, they filled up forms for the elderly, or even those patients who had a language 
barrier and got them seated till there turn came. All the doctors listened patiently to all the complaints 
the patients had and tried to help them the best they could. Finally the ladies in pink at the pharmacy 
did their bit by dispensing the remedies. It was gratifying to see that people from the Chinese, Indian 
and Malay communities availed our services. They ranged from children to the elderly and came with 
a variety of ailments. Ranging from a simple cough to ailments like arthritis, High blood pressure, 
Hyperlipidemia, and Diabetes Mellitus. Our competent set of homeopathic doctors asked the patients 
to come for follow up at the DM Temple. By mid-day approximately 25-27 patients had been attended 
to. All this was accompanied with some refreshments and lunch provided by temple management. Mr 
Kalimuthu also graced the occasion by his presence for a short while. By the end we were honoured to 
have served 68 patients. Shortly after 4PM everything was wound up and everyone went home 
satisfied with the day’s events.   



 

Dr  Rangachari worked very hard to make this event successful with the help of Dr Mathi 
who is also a member of the DM temple. Dr Mythili, Dr Pooja and Mrs. Rama along with other 
doctors and volunteers worked behind the scenes to make sure that everything was in place and 
organised for the 22nd November. Right from preparing the volunteers list, to making sure that the 
community centre was set up and ready for the camp, was taken care of by them. It is because of 
dedicated people like them that such events are successful. On the 4th December a facilitation 
ceremony was held for all the nineteen doctors and fifteen volunteers for their dedication and help in 
this Homeopathic camp. We wished farewell to Dr Mrs. Revathi too that day, whose smile will be 
missed at the clinic. She is migrating back to India shortly. 

It was indeed a very gratifying day for the entire Homeopathy faculty. It was just another feather in its 
cap .It gave us the opportunity to help and serve people in need. It is just the beginning of the long 
journey ahead of us. Hopefully, we should be given many more such opportunities! Till then, I will
